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Purpose/Goal: 
To teach the student to read music. Through slow tempo, this achieves a playing technique that will accumulate a memory in the fingers.  This should be done with constant review.
Content:  
Scales, melodic studies, chord and arpeggio studies, special exercises for developing both hands, a unique approach to voice leading. 
Comments:  
This book is all technique and I found it difficult to enjoy what I was playing.  It did offer a great introduction to jazz, however, my eyes hurt after reading though the exercises.  It really is good advise to practice at a slow tempo.
