When the 8-week session is complete students should know the following:

· Basic open position chords A, D, E, G, C, Am, Em, A7, B7, D7, E7, and G7

· A basic major scale and a few melodies or riffs

· Essential strum patterns in 4/4 and 3/4

· 1-4-5 songs in A, D, G, and E

· How to read a lead sheet and tab

· 8-12 songs

Song Selection

· Song selection is up to the teachers. Please provide a diversity of music from popular, modern, and traditional music. 

· The songs only need to be in the correct Keys and demonstrate the skills for the week

· Simple, predictable, repeating chord progression that don’t change rapidly

· Familiar and sing-able

· Encourage and facilitate all students to sing

Lead Sheets

· All lead sheets should use a consistent form for chord symbols, measures,  and timing. 

· If a chord is repeated over numerous measure then repeat the chord symbol for each measure.

· Line up the chords with the lyrics so that they change in the proper place.

· Try to make the lead sheets visually easy to read and highlight any patterns (repeating chord progressions, 4 lines a verse, etc…)
